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COMPREHENSIVE NOTE ON RAJASTHAN INTEGRATED
GUINEAWORM ERADICATION PROJECT (RIGEP)

INTRODUCTION

Rajasthan is the second largest State which occupies 10% of country's area. Most of the area is occupied by
the Greal Indian Thar Desert where population is scaltered in pockets. The approach lo these pockels are very
difficult due to difficult terrain and extreme adverse Geographical conditions.

Rajas.lhan has been one of the highly Guineaworm endemic Slale specially in western desert District and Tribal
Districts in South East Region. Due lo scarcity of polable water in desert area, the rural population has to
depend on rain waler collection in open communily ponds known as Nadies and from them transporting to
individual storage uplo its last drop. These open ponds are the main source of lransmission of Guineaworm
disease from man to man and even pond lo pond. Similarly, the large number of step wells were responsible for
disease transmission of Guineaworm disease in South East tribal area.

The earlier efforts made lo eradicale Guineaworm disease became failure due to scaltered population and
difficult terrain. The rural community was not aware about the causation of disease and its prevention.

The Slate of Rajasthan has been fighting against this disease by launching a special project known as RIGEP
with the following major components.

1. Community Health Education

2. Detection, Isolation and treatment of Guineaworm patients.

3. Providing potable water to the population residing in Guineaworm affecled villages on priorily basis.

After successful achievement of SWACH in eradicating GW disease from tribal districts, the RIGEP was
conceived in 1992 with the financial support of Government of India, Government of Rajasthan and UNICEF for
remaining guineaworm affected districts which included four primary districls i.e. Jhalawar, Jodhpur, Nagaur,
Barmer and five secondary districts i.e. Bikaner, Jaisalmer, Jalore, Kota and Chittorgarh. The main activities of
Guineaworm eradication are implemented through various line departments viz. Medical & Health, -PHED,
RDD, District Administration and two special UNICEF assisled projects of SWACH and RIGEP.

There is a State level coordination committee of directions (COD) duly constituted by the State Government.
which consists of DHS, CE(R) PHED, Director RDD & PR UNICEF and senior officers form line depariments
under the chairmanship of Principal Secretaries PHFD/Health, The programme activilies and other intervention
measwes are reviewed at the State level periodically. lhe ILC cell of RIGEP altached to PHED is responsuble
for project management and maonitoring of intervention measures al the Stale level where as Project Officers
coordinale the field activities in the districls. The project has adopled the similar strategy and modus operandi

of sutveillance, case management, community health educalion and water supply intervention etc. in order to
achieve zero Guineaworm incidence in 1997.

=5 |Lis signilicant to mention thal all the nine rgpdgﬂr!g_(j GW cases in 1996 have been delected In pre-emergent
stage. After verification of these cases by medical depariment, the surgical extraction was done under
aseplic techniques and the patients were discharged only after 10-12 days or till their wounds are
completely hoaled up. One GW case Sh Bhanwara Ram, olcourse created some problem when he
suddenly left the hospital againsl medical advice. Aller 3-4 days, he could be traced oul in cooperation of
district administration. Eventually the palient was again isolated and his worm was completely extracted. His
movement history was taken and unsafe waler sources of the places where he visiled during thal absence
period were promptly got treated with temephos.

IMPLEMENTATION OF PROJECT ACTIVITIES IN 1996

* Based on index case analysis of GW incidence in 1995, the field functionaries were made vigilent to search
for Guineaworm suspected cases during the probable period of GW occurrence particularly where post
emergent cases were found. It has resulted in detection of all nine guineaworm cases in pre emergent
stage. All of them were isolaled in sentinel hospital Osian till complete healing of their wound.

* These nine cases are from three villages— Chainpura, Aau and Amla of Tehsil Phalodi (Jodhpur), Six cases

had single worm where as three cases showed mulliple worms. Thus 14 worms have been safely extracted

before blister formation.

* Out of these nine cases, two are children and seven are adull. As far as sex ralio is concemed, 6 cases are

male and 3 are female.

IN ORDER TO PREVENT FURTHER TRANSMISSION IN 1997, THE FOLLOWING

REMEDIAL MEASURES WERE UNDERTAKEN,

* ‘Regular house to house visit was done by the animalors and supervisors in the GW affected village/hamiet

to find out additional case if any 566 GW rumours were received through post cards-but-enly-pine cases
were confirmed.

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the project key messages through various methods and media, distribute IEC material, organise prabhat
pheri and cultural programme in local dialects, write wall slogans and display posters etc. The leams also
vidit the school to collect rumours of GW cases and to impart health educalion o the students.

= Training and orientation of field functionaries involved in the programme and other communily leaders are
organised from time to time to seek their aclive participation.

= In order o detect each hidden foci, an incenlive scheme of awarding the informer of the case as well as to

the GW patient is in place. After confirmation of the case, the informer gets Rs. 500/- where as the patient

gels Rs. 1000/- besides free treatment, meals and Rs. 22/- per day for loss of wages during the course of
isolation in the sentinel hospital/ PHC.

= Each project district has one*sentinel hospital cum mobile team responsible for verification of rumours,
supervision and monitoring of case containment measures including surgical exiraction.

= On the basis of information received from animalors, the project officers send a forinightly report to
concerned District Executive Engineer informing about functioning or non-functioning of water supply
sources in the affected villages. The correclive measures are undertaken promplly and if required additional
waler source is provided on priority basis.

=> The PHED Principal secretary presides over the meetings of the committee of directions (COD) composed
of representatives from RIGEP, SWACH, MH & FWD, UNICEF, PHED and RDD & PR periodically. The
progress of all project components viz. surveillance and case conlainment , water supply, IEC, RSP, elc are
reviewed and discussed at length for further improvement.

= The District Collector is the over all executive who coordinates the project implementation in the district.
Regular meetings of CM & HO /Dy CM & HO (H), Project Officer RIGEP, GW EST, PHED XEn are held for
exchange their information under the chairmanship of dislricl collector.

= In order to involve the media (AIR, TV & PRESS), two workshops of media personal have been organised.
The efforts being made for GW eradication are highlighted on TV, AIR and News Papers. The Akashwani
Kendra Jodhpur was kind enough lo produce 15 Radio spots on GW eradicalion. Which are broad casted in

the GW affected areas on a regular basis. A Unique Radio concerl has also ‘been organised in one of the
highly GW affected village Chainpura.

= A State level task force has been constituted comprising representalives from medical & health, PHED,
UNICEF, RIGEP and RDD & PR who undertakes field visils periodically lo evaluate the project
implementation and also fo strengthen coordination among fine departments.

GUINEAWORM SITUATION AS IN 1995 AND 1996

The RIGEP was officially sanctioned in the year 1992 and 12 districls were reporting guineaworm cases al that
lime. 792 GW cases were delecled in 191 active case villages In the year 1992 bul on account of the above

strategy and intensitied efforts only three districts viz. Jodhpur, Nagaur and Bikaner remained affected with 76

cases in 1995. After screening of 566 rumours, only 9 cases have been confirmed in 3 villages of Phalodi
Tehsil during the year 1996. which is a significant achievement.

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+ All supervisory staff was mobilized in the field for effective implementation of containment measures in the
GW affected areas.

« Two days village intensive drives (VID) were organised in the affected villages to impart health education to
the community.

« After identification of all unsafe water sources in the affected villages, the Nadi Rakashaks were deployed lo

guard 41 Nadies round the clock.

= The availability and regular use of funnel devices i.e. Funnel filter, Camel car filter, waler botlles and filter
straw by the community was ensured.

« A micro-planning for temephos application was done for 27 GW alfected villages of Jodhpur, Nagaur and

Bikaner. A format was devised for monitoring of this activity al Stale level. Though the aclivity was
uidertaken_properly in Nagaur and_Bikaner Districts but due to_lack of supervision, it could not be
_implemented to the desired extent in Jodhpur District.

* Al activities approved in annual work plan of 1996 have been undertaken as shown in Annexure.

+ The school competition was organised in 57 schools wherein 7130 students participated. 280 winners were
awarded.

* The Guineaworm education day (GED) was celebrated on 25th April at State, District and active case village
level. Meetings were organised to focus the problem among general messes. A panel discussion and video

film “The Healing Touch” was telecasted from Jaipur Door Darshan.

* 15 Radio spots produced by Akashwani Kendra Jodhpur are being broadcasted by AIR stations of GV\_I
affected Districts.

» A unique activity of Radio concert was done by AIR Jodhpur in highly GW alfecled village Chainpura
wherein cultural programme conveying GW messages was presented by local Radio Arlists.

* The Video film of Radio concert and healing touch are screened in the field during VIDs.

* The water supply schemes were prepared and commissioned in the GW affected villages/dhanies on priority
basis. The details are shown in the Annexure.

* Since women have a vilal role in drinking water management in rural areas, 124 mahila mandals were
_formed and they are functioning well in the project area. They are actively involved in various village level

activities under guineaworm eradication. Their monthly meelings are regularly organised by the female
animators at village and dhani level.

» All possible efforts have been made to prevent the quineaworm disease transmission in 1996 and it is
hoped that there may not be any single GW case in lhe year to come.

PROVISION OF DRINKING WATER SUPPLY

Under RIGEP programme there is a provision for seleclive drinking waler supply aclivities in the districts of
Barmer, Jhalawar, Bikaner, Jodhpur and Nagaur; which includes supply/support of new drill rigs,construction of
new hand-pumps, construction of piped water supply schemes and conversion of public step-wells. The total
water supply acivity component of the project is Rs. 18.84 crores oul of the sanctioned cost of Rs. 27.12

crores.

As on 1% January 97, schemes worth Rs. 1840 24 lakhs have been sanctioned in all five primary districts

below-

- namely Jodhpur, Nagaur, Bikaner, Barmer and Jhalawar. The delails of sanctioned schemes are detailed
